We listen to a reading from the Bible.

Address or presentation

We sing a song or hymn

We affirm our faith in God.

who lives in our hearts through faith, and fills us with his love.
We believe in God the Holy Spirit,
who strengthens us with power from on high.

We welcome anyone who has recently been baptised

There is one Lord, one faith, one baptism:

N and N, by one Spirit we are all baptized into one body.
