one God, now and for ever.  Amen.

READINGS FROM THE OLD AND/OR NEW TESTAMENT

HYMN

Stand for the PASSION GOSPEL

At the end the reader says


This is the Passion of the Lord.

No response is made.

Silence is kept.
THE PROCLAMATION OF THE CROSS
A wooden cross may be brought into the church and placed in the sight of the people.

Hymns and anthems may be sung.

THE INTERCESSION

The president introduces the prayers:


God sent his Son into the world, not to condemn the world, 

but that the world might be saved through him.  

Therefore we pray to our heavenly Father for people everywhere

 according to their needs.

The intercessions are led by the president, or by others.
THE MINISTRY OF THE SACRAMENT

The holy table is covered with a fair linen cloth.

The consecrated elements are placed on the holy table in silence.


Let us pray for the coming of the kingdom in the words our Saviour taught us

All 
Our Father, who art in heaven,
hallowed be thy name;
thy kingdom come;
thy will be done;
on earth as it is in heaven.
Give us this day our daily bread.
And forgive us our trespasses,
as we forgive those who trespass against us.
And lead us not into temptation;

After the distribution SILENCE is kept.

The service concludes with the following prayer said by the president.

grant that by faith in him who suffered on the cross, 


we may triumph in the power of his victory;


 through Jesus Christ our Lord.  Amen.
